Human deoxyribonucl_eic acid (DNA) was isolated from items Iy, ,JW,
KE and KlI. using the Promega PowerPlex@ 1,6 amplification kit. t.he
DNA was amprified with the polymerase chain reaction (pcR) methodand ty;led for fifteen short tandem repeat (srR) genetic markersas well as the gender marker amelogenin. The profiles developedfrom these samples are listed in the forlowing table:

This profile is consistent with the buccal cell
standard reportedly collected from Stephen Avery (item BU). This
profile is not coneistent with t.he DNA standards from Allan Avery
(item AY), Bryan Dassey (item BS), Brendan Dassey (item EM), Barb
Janda (it.em KL) , Bobby Dassey (item KM) , Earl Avery (it.em KN) ,

Charles Avery (item KO), Delores Avery (item KP) or Teresa
Hal-bach (item EF) (See Laboratory Reports No. M05-2467 issued
March 31, 2006 and May B, 2005 by this analyst).

No amplified DNA was presenl in the questioned stains of items .TW

and KE.

A partial DNA profile was developed from t.he questioned stain of
item IG{. This profile is consistent with originating from a ma1e
individual. This profile is not consistent with the DNA
standards from A1lan Avery (item AY), Bryan Dassey (item BS),
Steven Avery (item BU), Brendan Dassey (item EM), Barb uTanda
(item KL), Bobby Dassey (item KM), Earl Avery (item KN), Charles
Avery (item KO) , Del-ores Avery (item KP) or Teresa Halbach (item
EF) .

Trace amounts of DNA or no DNA at al-l- were present in the
questioned stains of items IL - IX, IZ,JA -,fV, ,JX - JZ, KA -
KD, KF, KG and KI. No further tlping was at.t.empted on t.hese
items.

The above mentioned buccal celI standards were compared to
previously developed DNA profiles (See Laboratory Reports No.
1v105-2467 issued November t4, 2005, December 5, 2005, March 31,
2006 and May B, 2006 by this analyst. for the details of these
analyses).

The profiles developed from it.ems KL, W, KN, KO and KP were not
consistent with the previously developed profiles from the
following items of evidence: items A'1 - A4, A6 - A10, Ai-,2, A7-4,
B1-5, C, G, f1-K, O, P, Y, AA, BZ, CE - CG, CQ, CR4, CX, FL, Gp,
ID and IG.

The profiles developed from items KL, KM, KN, KO and KP were not
consistent with being contributors to the previ-ously developed
mixture prof iles of items C.f1 and C,J2.

The profile previously developed from item CH is consistent with
the buccal ce11 standard reportedly collected from Charles Avery
(it.em KO) and not consistent with the remaininq buccal cell
standards (it.ems KL, KM, KN and KP) .
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Thre profile previously developed from item GP is consistent with
originating from a female individual. This profile is not
consistent with the buccal celr standards of Barb ,Janda (item KL)
or Delores Avery (item Kp).

st.even Avery is the source of the DNA present in the questioned
stain of item Iy.

Charles Avery is the source of the DNA present in the
reddish/brown stain of it.em CH.

These conclusions are based on a database of unrel-ated Caucasian,
African American, Southeastern Hispanic and Southwestern Hispanic
populat.ions obtained from the Federal Bureau of Invest.iqation
(FBI).

A1lan Avery, Bryan Dassey, steven Avery, Brendan Dassey, Barb
.Tanda, Bobby Dassey, Earl Avery, charles Avery, Derores Avery and
Teresa Halbach are eriminated as possible sources of the DNA
present in t.he questioned stain of item KH.

Barb ,Janda, Bobby Dassey, Earr Avery, charres Avery and Delores
Avery are eliminated as possible sources of the DNA present in
items 41 - I'4, A6 - A10, AI2, AI4, B1-5, C, G, I1-K, O, p, y, AA,
BZ, CE - CG, CQ, CR4, CX, FL, GP, rG and rD.

Barb ,-Tanda, Bobby Dassey, Earr Avery, charres Avery and Delores
Avery are eriminated as possibre contribut.ors to the mixture
prof iles of items C,fl and ClT2.

Barb ,Janda and Del-ores Avery are eliminat,ed as possible sources
of the DNA present. in item Gp.
